Subject: Request of Local Governments to the negotiators of the Post-Kyoto Agreements

Dear [Minister]

I have read with interest the new negotiating text on Climate Change following the Bonn meetings. 
I celebrate the explicit mention made of the role of local and sub-national governments and I write to you in my capacity of Mayor/other title of [Town/ Association], to again request your support in ensuring that the references are maintained in all the chapters namely: long-term cooperative action, adaptation, mitigation and action on financing, technology and capacity-building.
We, local governments, are well aware that the upcoming negotiating sessions in Bonn, Bangkok and Barcelona will be challenging and that references to the role of local governments are at risk of disappearing from the negotiating text. We therefore thank you in advance for ensuring that local authorities are specifically and significantly included in the Post-Kyoto agreement.

We are certain that together we can help realise a far-reaching climate deal that takes into account the needs of the citizens both in developed and developing countries.
